Learning Theme

Homework 
will be set using the Class blog, from here I will direct you to either Seesaw or Purple Mash dependent on the 
task. Although it is beneficial to support your child with homework tasks, please ensure that the work is that 
of the child’s and not your own.  
 
Reading  
Reading diaries need to be handed in on a Friday as books will be changed on this day. Please encourage your 
child to read as often as possible (even if this means repeating the book issued by school or an age 
appropriate book selected from home). Please ensure that an adult records the reading within the reading 
diary.
